HISPANIC EVENT PROJECT
It is required for students to go, analyze, experience and report on ONE Hispanic Community Event per semester.  A report must be submitted for the event attended.
Report writing guidelines:
The writing portion of the report must be at least two pages in length, (no more than 3 pages) typed and stapled. Report should be written in MLA format: 1 inch margins on all sides, double-spaced, 12pt font in Times New Roman. Students should write their own paper, no part of paper may be written by another person or plagiarized from any other resource.
The report should include:
•	In the upper left-hand corner of the first page, list your name, period, and the date. 
· Title: Name of Event
•	Write about your feelings/reactions/observations you experienced at the event.
•	Include any unique cultural traits that you may have noticed.
•	Attach either proof photos/ receipts/any information regarding this event at the end of the two page written portion of the report.
•	Hispanic community Event Report DUE toward the end of each Semester. Specific dates will be announced. No late reports will be accepted. 
NOTE: Valid events could be a “Quinceañera”, visiting a museum or a Hispanic Community Event, visiting an authentic Hispanic restaurant or “Mercado” (Market), or attending any social, authentic Hispanic celebration during holidays, or visiting a Hispanic Country. 
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
